DEL OBISPO GAME RULES

GENERAL INFORMATION

· 2nd person in line is the judge

· Players may not save places for other students

· Games may not be locked

HANDBALL
· 2 to 4 players at a time; if players are waiting, the maximum number should be on the court

· Ball must hit on or above the line and bounce within the court

· Fouls:
Throwing ball instead of hitting it



Catching or stopping ball during play



Hitting the ball twice in one turn



Ball bounces outside court or hits wall below the line

TETHERBALL
· Two players per court 

· The player who first winds the rope completely around the pole until the ball touches the pole wins the game 

· During the game, each player must remain in his/her own playing zone

· Fouls:
Touching the pole or rope with any part of the body.

Stopping the play by holding or catching the ball

Stepping out of the playing zone or on a line 

Throwing the ball

BIG TOY
· One student at a time on ladders and slides

· Slide down feet first in a seated position

· Woodchips stay on the ground.

· Walk around Big Toy.

FOUR SQUARE
· Two to four players may play at one time; one player per square.

· Server tosses the ball underhand from the furthest corner of square “A” to any of the other three squares.  

· Players may only hit the ball once to pass the ball to another square  

· All “liners” are good.  

· Fouls:
Stepping into someone else’s square

Catching or holding the ball

Letting the ball bounce more than once in your square

Hitting the ball with a fist

Hitting the ball above students’ heads

BASKETBALL
· Players bounce, pass and shoot the basketball toward their hoop

· Players may hold the ball only when standing still, and bounce it while moving

· For half court, a team keeps possession of the ball until a shot is missed

· For full court, possession changes after a basket is made

· Fouls:
Hitting, slapping, hand checking or holding another player

Tripping or pushing

Ball bounces out of bounds

SOCCER
· One student serves as goalie for each team

· Goals are set up with cones spaced 5 yards apart at opposite ends of the playing area

· The ball may be hit with any part of the body except hands or arms

· Fouls:
Any use of hands by anyone other than the goalie



Pushing or tripping



Touching the ball with hands or arms



Holding or grabbing other players



Intentionally kicking other players
